Meeting Minutes

Monday, February 26, 2007
Meeting was called to order 6:35pm by president David Shub.

Minutes were approved as amended.  
Name change in Park Committee Report from David to Robert Payne.

David reported on matters from the last HPC meeting:


a.  1101 Virginia St. – Betsy Phillips amended her COA request to restore  the front porch back to a screened porch.

b.  917 N. Elm St. – request to remove a large tree was continued until  the city arborist has an opportunity to inspect and access.

c.  705 N. Greene St. – after-the-fact replacement of porch flooring and handicap ramp with Milllenium Decking.  Commission suggested that it would entertain a new COA for this material for the handicap ramp only.  HPC expressed concern about after-the-fact COA requests and discussed assessing a fee for this and other after-the-fact applications.

Current HPC matters:


a.  104 Fisher Park Circle – FPNA did not support the COA request (after-the-fact).  Motion carried to support Guide Line # 4, p. 26.  Fence materials must be ‘approved materials’.  

b.  201 Leftwich St. – ‘after-the-fact’ front door replacement.  Continued  in order to gather more information regarding original door.

c.  204 W. Bessemer – as a condition of moving the house, the owner was required to submit a Landscape Plan.  This was not done.  Board took  position that the landscaping would be approved.  However, the driveway material (asphalt) was not “appropriate material”.  Recommended that the driveway materials be removed and replaced with approved  materials our use 2-track paving’.  See Guide Line # 5, p.30.

d.  314 Isabel St. – applicant did not supply specifics.  Made motion to  support COA if materials and design meet Guide Lines, specifically  Guide Line # 3, p. 57.

e.  917 N. Elm St. – still on agenda awaiting Staff Approval.  City arborist must inspect to determine health of tree.  See Guide Line # 5, p.23.

Committee Reports:

a.  Treasurer Report:  The revised Budget will be completed by next meeting.

b.  Park Committee:  Wanda Myatt reported that Brooks Mulhane has replaced Bobby Coltrane as our contact.  There was also discussion of putting up a Bulletin Board in each side of the park.  Board agreed that this was not needed nor was it appropriate for our Park.  Wanda will take this back to the Committee.

c.  The Fisher Parker:  Ann Stringfield requested that news articles be submitted by March 1st.

National Night Out – motion was approved to increase Budget from $100 to $250.

New Business:  Michael Byrd is researching venues for a Bicentennial event.  Should have details by next meeting.

Old Business:  Wanda Myatt asked about Long-term Plans based on the Goals from a 2003 Survey of neighbors.  Discussion will continue at the next meeting.

Wanda Myatt made a motion (carried) to present the Captain Fisher Award to Delancy Street at the next annual meeting in November 2007.  Details will be presented at our next meeting.
