Addendum I:

Thank you for coming to the Fisher Park Neighborhood Association Board meeting last night.  It seemed that the parking lot plan was generally well received.  Here is my take on the common concerns and comments:

 

1.  Add some low level or down-directed lighting in the parking lot (maybe in the planting island and at the entrance?) and along or near the western half of the walkway from Magnolia Court to Elm Street.

 

2.  Specify shrubs of a reasonable size at the time of planting (5 gallon?).

 

3.  Confirm that the Allee Elm is the best specimen tree for appearance, durability, growth rate, root zone, etc. (it does sound good to me to plant some kind of Elms along Elm Street).

 

4.  Save the 23" oak in the northeast area of the parking lot.

 

Regarding the 23" oak, consider whether a one-way drive lane loop (going to the right as you come into the parking lot) would make it possible to save that tree without other significant changes in the proposed layout (except for losing two or three parking spaces).  A one-way drive lane might also make it easier for cars to get in and out during busy times.

 

Also, please give further consideration to replacing the fence along the eastern half of the walkway.  I looked at the existing fence again this morning -- it looks fairly poor and is bent in several places.  Maybe if the ivy can be encouraged to completely cover the existing fence it will look okay, but I encourage you to replace the existing fence with a new one slightly further away from the walkway and stopping between the 42" and 30" oaks (then you can start the line of Holly shrubs beside the 30" oak).
