The Fisher Park Neighborhood Association meeting was called to order on Monday, 
March  26, 2007 at 6:30 by president David Shub.
 
Members and guests were introduced.   
 
City Council representative Goldie Wells listened to and addressed neighborhood concerns.
 
Van King, representing the First Presbyterian Property Planning Committee, gave an explanation of “property usage” as defined by the church congregation.  The FPNA asked for information concerning two properties at the corner of Greene Street and Fisher Avenue.  Mr. King told us that his committee deemed the white apartment building at the corner of Greene and Fisher not to be in a condition to maintain or retain for occupancy.  The brick apartment building still has tenants and no decision has been made regarding its usage.  Both properties were purchased because of their proximity with no specific usage in mind.  No definite conclusions were drawn at this point.  There was a general feeling among the Board members that there has been a ‘loss of connectivity’ between Fisher Park residents and the First Presbyterian Church.  All agreed that we must keep an ongoing dialogue.
 
Minutes were approved with the addition of the name, Mulhane, to the Park Committee report.
 
John McLendon, who serves on the planning committee for the Downtown Greenway Loop, reported that he felt optimistic that this Loop might actually happen in the next 8 to 10 years.  Part of this project probably will be along the south border of our neighborhood on Fisher Avenue.  There are still engineering concerns as to the actual route.  This project is being funded using private funds and grant money.
 
Reports on the HPC meeting:
a.  104 Fisher Park Circle:  HPC approved leaving the ‘landscape timbers’.  However, Orren Falk, the present owner/tenant has agreed to replace these with stone.
b.  201 Leftwich Street:  HPC denied the front door replacement which was installed without approval. George Frederick, owner, has agreed to remove this door and replace it with a door more in keeping with the style of the house on approval of HPC.
c.  204 W. Bessemer Avenue:  Owner requested to be reconsidered for keeping the asphalt driveway, installed without approval of HPC.  There was discussion among the Board that the Guidelines are not specific.  There were recommendations that the word “generally” be removed from the Guildlines,  page 28.  This vote was carried by majority.  The Board also voted not to reconsider the owner’s request but that the asphalt driveway should be removed and replaced with appropriate materials.
d.  314 Isabel:  HPC approved the proposed windows in the renovation.
e.  917 North Elm Street:  tree removal was approved with the condition of appropriate replacement.
  
HPC Matters
a.  213, 215 West Fisher Avenue:  request to construct a stucco wall in backyard of these houses.  Board opposed this plan because it does not meet Guildlines due to height and mass.  Recommended that the applicants go through Design Review for a more appropriate structure.
b.  1101 Virginia Street:  request to add French doors to existing backyard building.  This was approved by the Board.
601 North Church Street:  a Notice of Violation was delivered due to vinyl windows being installed.  This will be on the agenda for next month.
705 North Greene Street:  after-the-fact replacement of porch and handicap ramp with Millenium decking material.  Board of Adjustment supported HPC and FPNA recommendations to remove the porch floor and replace with wood flooring.  This decking material can be used on the handicap ramp.
