Minutes of Annual Meeting

Sunday, November 18, 2007

The Annual Meeting was called to order by the President, John McLendon, at 4:00 pm at Holy Trinity Episcopal Church.  A quorum was present.

Members and guests were welcomed.  Retiring members of the Board were introduced.  Recently retired chairs Carl Myatt of the Park Committee and Michael Byrd of the Social Committee were recognized for their service.

Park Committee Chair David Craft gave a report on recent and planned park activities and projects (see attached).

Social Committee Chair Rachel Cannon-Percival was unable to attend the meeting so Vice President Vicky Vanstory Saunders reported on recent and upcoming events, including events planned for the spring as part of the Greensboro Bicentennial celebration.  There will be a torch relay in March (which will go through our neighborhood), a neighborhood potluck supper in April, and a citywide community gathering at the coliseum.

Todd McCain presented details for the annual Luminiaria event scheduled for December 9th.

Jim Jefferies gave the Treasurer’s report (see attached).

John McLendon gave the President’s report.  He described how Board meetings are conducted and mentioned the importance of the Historic District Guidelines.  He reported on a recent meeting of Fisher Park and Aycock neighborhood representatives with Office Depot representatives regarding the large sign at Church Street and Bessemer Avenue.  Office Depot proposes to remove the large sign and replace it with a smaller sign at the driveway entrance to the parking lot.  He also mentioned ongoing discussions with neighborhood churches regarding preservation of canopy trees and historic buildings.  The Board will follow up on the proposed city program to provide sign toppers with neighborhood name to go on street signs around the neighborhood.  The city will implement this program next year and the neighborhood would pay $75 for the purchase and installation of each sign topper.

Nominations for the Board of Directors were presented and the following nominees were elected by acclamation: Sally Atwood and Vicky Saunders for remaining 1 year of existing term; Lutie Graham for remaining 2 years of existing term; David Craft, Gregg Grieve, Jane Jackson, Sonya Lowe, and Connie Usry for new 3 year term.

Ann Stringfield presented the Captain Fisher Award to Delancey Street.  Eric Christian accepted the award on behalf of Delancey Street.  Approximately 25 residents of Delancey Street were present and they were given a round of applause.

The meeting was adjourned at 5:00 pm.
