City of Greensboro Deed from B.J. Fisher

This Deed made this the 13th day of September, 1902 by and between B.J. Fisher and wife Isabella Fisher of the City of New York, State of New York, parties of the first part and the City of Greensboro, a Municipal Corporation duly chartered by the state of North Carolina, party of the second part.  Witnesseth, that said parties of the first part in Consideration of the sum of Five ($5.00) Dollars to them in hand paid and in Consideration of certain work done by the party of the second part in building a drive-way around the park hereinafter described have bargained and sold and by these presents do bargain sell and convey to the said City of Greensboro and its successors certain tracts or parcels of land in the City of Greensboro and its successors certain tracts or parcels of land in the City of Greensboro County of Guilford and State of North Carolina adjoining the lands of B.J. Fisher and others and bounded as follows.

First Tract; Beginning at a point in the westerly line of North Elm Street and the southerly line of South Park Drive, which point is 391-20/100 feet north of the northerly line of Fisher Avenue, thence with North Elm Street North 4 degrees East seven hundred and fifteen (715) feet to the northerly line of North Park Drive, thence with the northerly line of North Park Drive on a curve deflecting to the right from a tangent 90 degrees from Elm Street and with a radius of 307 feet (deflection angle 90 degrees) a distance of 482 2/10 feet thence tangent to the curve north 4 degrees East one hundred and ten (110) feet thence on an irregular curve the measurement of chords of which are as follows.  North 3 degrees 23 minutes West 100 feet, North 20 degrees 55 minutes West 100, North   38 degrees 48 minutes West 100 feet North 64 degrees 5 minutes West 100 feet, North 81 degrees 47 minutes West 100 feet South 70 degrees 23 minutes West 100 feet South 40 degrees 25 minutes West 100 feet South 6 degrees 59 minutes West 98-30/100 feet to a stake, thence South 12 degrees 30 minutes East one hundred and Eighty-three 3/10 (183.3) feet thence on a curve deflecting to the left with a radius of 373-3/10 feet (total deflection angle 26 degrees 46 minutes) a distance of one hundred and seventy four and 41/100 (174.41) feet thence South 39 degrees 16 minutes East two hundred and fifty four and 75/100 (254.75) feet to a curve thence on a curve deflecting to the right with a radius of 460-5/10 feet (total deflection angle 43 degrees 16 minutes) a distance of three hundred and forty seven and 60/100 (347.60) feet thence South 4 degrees West one hundred and fifty eight and 30/100 feet thence South 86 degrees East forty (40) feet to a stake in easterly line of Wainman Street and southerly line of South Park Drive thence on a curve deflecting to the right South a radius of 170-2/10 feet, deflection angle 66 degrees 30 minutes) a distance of one hundred and ninety seven and 52/100 (197.52) feet thence South 19 degrees 30 minutes East sixty-one and 62/100-(61.62) feet thence on a curve with a radius of 130 feet deflecting to the left deflection angle 66 degrees 30 minutes) a distance of one hundred and fifty and 86/100-(150.86) feet to the beginning being all the land included within the boundaries of North Park Drive and South Park Drive on the westerly side of North Elm Street and also land covered by the streets above mentioned viz North Park Drive and South Park Drive which are to be kept open forever for the joint benefit for said City of Greensboro and above mentioned grantors, their heirs successors and assigns.

Second Track; Also another track situated on the easterly side of North Elm Street and included within the boundaries of North Park Drive, Church Street, South Park Drive and North Elm Street, including also the land covered by North Park Drive and South Park Drive and bounded as follows viz

Beginning at a stake at the North East intersection of North Park Drive and North Elm Street, thence with the northerly line of North Park Drive South 86 degrees East three hundred and seven (307) feet, thence South 60 degrees 54 minutes East five hundred and ninety two and 5/10 (592.5) feet to a curve, thence with a curve on a radius of 394-2/10 feet deflecting to the left a distance of one hundred and forty-three and 4/10 (143.4) feet to Church Street, thence at right angles to the tangent of said curve and with the westerly line of Church Street South 8 degrees 16 minutes West four hundred and forty (440) feet to the South line of South Park Drive, thence North 46 degrees 16 minutes West with the southerly line of South Park Drive three hundred and thirty three and 8/10 (333.8) feet to a turn thence North 60 degrees 54 minutes West four hundred and thirteen and 5/10 (413.5) feet to a curve, thence on a curve with a radius of 399-2/10 feet deflecting to the left total deflection 25 degrees 6 minutes distance one hundred and seventy-four and 85/100 (174.85) feet thence tangent to the curve North 86 degrees West one hundred and eighty-four and 35/100 (184.35) feet to the easterly line of North Elm Street, then  with the easterly line of North Elm Street North 4 degrees East three hundred (300) feet to the point of beginning.


Third track; Also the land included within the boundaries of North Elm Street as extended beyond the old corporation limit which street is sixty six (66) feet wide and described as follows viz


Beginning at a point in the center of said North Elm Street as is present laid out, 2640 feet North from an iron pipe in the center of the Court House Square, thence North 4 degrees East twenty hundred and fifty seven and 4/10 (2057.40) feet to a stone bound in the center line of said street and southerly line of Cesar Cone’s land conveying and intending to convey a strip of ground sixty six feet wide, thirty three (33) feet on each side of above described line.  To have and to hold the said two tracts first described and all the privileges and opportunities thereto belonging to it the said City of Greensboro and its successors for the purpose of a public park and pleasure ground, and to have and to hold the said third track, last described, to it, the said City of Greensboro, and its successors for the purposes of a public street.

And the said parties of the first part covenant that the said B.J. Fisher is seized of said premises in fee and has the right to convey the same in fee simple that the same are free and clear of all encumbrances, and that they will warrant and defend the said title to the same against the claims of all persons whomsoever.
